NOTE
The four types fo leases in priority order are: Cross-Government Sector, Private Schools, Non-Profit Sector and Private Sector.
School boards are encouraged to give priority to the following order of use when leasing space: 
1) Cross-Government Sector
    Means activities controlled or operated by levels of government, including municipalities, colleges, universities, school boards, 
    charter schools, regional francophone authorities and cross government funded programs. 
    Decentralized school board administration space in schools  would also be included.
2) Private Schools
   - Private schools which are registered under the School Act (Section 22(1))
   - Private schools which are accredited under the School Act (Section 22(2)).
3) Non-profit Sector
   - Means any activity controlled or operated by any non-profit corporation, society or association, which is legally registered in 
     Alberta, has a local community based membership and is exempt from paying tax under the Federal Income Tax Act.
   - Includes Private Schools for the handicapped attended by School board-directed students.
   - Includes early childhood services private operators.
   - Includes religious organizations.
4) Private Sector
    Means any activity controlled or operated by any individual, corporation, group or organization, which does not come within
     the description of public sector profit-oriented uses.
