Original bonds provided to the Province may be terminated by the surety on date that new bonds take effect  provided however the bonds shall remain in effect for any rights accrued thereunder prior to termination.

Contractor shall not be entitled to any increase in Contract Price on account of providing such new bonds to replace original bonds.
