As required by the Conflicts of Interest Act (Alberta) no Member of the Legislative Assembly or person directly associated with a Member, as defined in the Act, shall submit a bid for this Contract.

SUSPENSION OF BIDDERS

The Minister may suspend a prime contract bidder from bidding on the Minister's publicly advertised bidding opportunities if, in the Minister's opinion, it is in the public interest to do so on account of a documented history of:

willful failure to perform in accordance with the terms of previous contracts with the Minister, or

.2
unsatisfactory performance of previous contracts with the Minister.

Suspended bidders will be notified, in writing, of the reasons for their suspension and the terms of their suspension and reinstatement. Suspensions shall be at the Minister's sole discretion and shall not be subject to any right of appeal.

.3
The Minister will not knowingly open a bid submitted by a bidder for whom a suspension is in effect at the bid closing time, or submitted by any person or firm known to be affiliated with a suspended bidder.

.4
If the Minister inadvertently opens a bid submitted by a suspended bidder or by a person or firm the Minister determines, after bids are opened, to be affiliated with the suspended bidder, that bid will be declared invalid and rejected.

INTERPRETATION AND MODIFICATION OF BID DOCUMENTS
