Board Siding:  [horizontal bevel] [vertical [tongue and groove] [channel cut] [board and batten]], [western red cedar] [          ] species, [          ] surface finish, [     mm x     mm] nominal board size.

.2
Sheet Siding:  Panels of 1200 mm x 2400 mm nominal x [     mm] thick, of [douglas fir plywood to CSA 0121‑M1978] [western softwood plywood to CSA 0151‑M1978] [popular plywood to CSA 0153‑M1980] [western red cedar plywood], vertically grooved on [200 mm] [     mm] centres, [striated] [rough sawn] [unsanded] [sanded] surface finish, prime coated in [     ] colour stain, shiplapped edges.

Shingle Siding:  western red cedar, No. [1] [2] [3] [4] quality, [smooth sanded] [handsplit and resawn] [taper split] [straight split] [      ] surface finish, [    mm x     mm to     mm] thick.

Building Paper:  [No. 15 type asphalt felt to CSA A123.3-M1979] [No. 25 type asphalt felt to CSA A123.3-M1979].

Nails:  [zinc coated steel] [aluminum] [copper], sized as required, with [sinker head] [casing] [finishing] [sinker head ring shanked] nail.

Flashings:  0.60 mm galvanized steel, 0.80 mm aluminum sheet, brake formed to profile required, in maximum lengths.

Execution

3.1
INSTALLATION

.1
Confirm acceptability of wall sheathing for soundness, measurement and flatness.

.2
Install building paper horizontally by [stapling] [nailing], lapping edges, 75 mm [one layer] [two layers.]

.3
Install sill flashings, wood starter strips, inside corner flashings, edgings and flashings over openings.

.4
Install siding with edges square and vertical, tight to edges and openings, lapping over metal flashings and trim.  [Shiplap edges tight and secure.]  Nail to sheathing to an orderly pattern at 300 mm O.C. at intermediate and 150 mm O.C. at edge locations.  Miter any horizontal joints at 45° tight.

.5
Install shingles to [single] [double] course method to ensure [double] [triple] thickness of shingle at any given point.  [For double coursing set outer course shingle 12 mm lower than under course grade shingle.]  At external corners install shingle over mitered metal flashing. Install and secure shingles to standards established by the "Red Cedar Shingle and Handsplit Shake Bureau".

Install exterior corner cover strips, closures, and trim.
