Inspect for proper adjustment, operation and condition including inspection of any unique features, which the regulatory requirements may not require.

Perform all safety inspections within the time period required by the authorities having jurisdiction.

Schedule inspections with Minister to minimize inconvenience to occupants. Advise and register with Minister when arriving and leaving site.

Comply with the latest edition of the Alberta Elevating Devices Codes Regulation and the following codes and standards as varied by this Regulation:

CSA B355-00 – Safety Standard for Persons with Physical Disabilities.

Comply with other requirements of authorities having jurisdiction.

Inspection and testing must be performed by a Safety Codes Officer appointed under the Safety Codes Act (Alberta).

Review and confirm that requirements identified in Standata ED –99-004 are being met. Complete a safety inspection checklist for the “Section 12” maintenance requirements.

Note all concerns and submit any directives resulting from the inspection to the Minister before leaving the site.

.4
Submit completed inspection checklists and reports to the Minister within 10 days after the inspection. Invoices for completed services will not be processed until checklists and reports have been submitted.
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
